Roth 403(b) is an option that may be available to you. Roth 403(b) is similar to the well-known Roth IRA in that you 
contribute after-tax dollars – distributions from the Roth 403(b) will be federal income tax free as long as you have met 
the criteria of a “qualified distribution” Distributions are tax-free, as long as you’ve satisfied the five-year holding period; 
and are age 59 or older, disabled or deceased.
Roth 403(b) contributions are made through salary deduction and are accounted for separately from your pre-tax 
contributions in the plan.

The IRS 10% premature distribution penalty tax applies to distributions from the 403(b) plan taken prior to age 59½, 
unless an IRS exception applies.

The following payment options are available: partial or lump sum withdrawal, systematic withdrawal option (specified 
period of specified amount), estate conservation option (IRS Required Minimum Distribution), roll over to another eligible 
retirement plan or IRA, or combination of payout options. Distributions will be taxed as ordinary income when distributed 
and are subject to any tax penalties that may apply.

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Important Notes: Mutual funds offered under a custodial or trust account agreement are long-term investments designed for retirement purposes. Early withdrawals from a 403(b) plan will be subject 
to an IRC 10% premature distribution penalty tax, if taken prior to age 59½, unless an exception applies. The 10% IRC premature distribution penalty tax on early withdrawals doesn’t apply to amounts 
contributed to 457(b) plans or amounts rolled into those plans from other governmental 457 plans. Money taken from the plan will be taxed as ordinary income in the year the money is distributed. 
Account values fluctuate with market conditions, and when redeemed the principal may be worth more or less than its original amount invested. The guarantee of the fixed account is based on the 
claims-paying ability of the issuing insurance company. Although it is possible to have guaranteed income for life with a fixed annuity, there is no assurance that this income will keep up with inflation. 
Early withdrawals, if taken prior to age 59½ will be subject to the IRS 10% premature distribution penalty tax, unless an exception applies. Amounts distributed will be taxed as ordinary income in the year 
it is distributed.

However, employer contributions made to an annuity contract issued 
after December 31, 2008 may not be paid or made available before a distributable event occurs. Such amounts may be distributed to a participant or if applicable, the beneficiary: upon 
the participant’s severance from employment or upon the occurrence of an event, such as after a fixed number of years, the attainment of a stated age, or disability. For 403(b)(7) custodial 
accounts, employee deferrals and employer contributions (including earnings) may only be distributed upon your: attainment of age 59½, severance from employment, death, disability, or 
hardship. Note: hardship withdrawals are limited to: employee deferrals and ’88 cash value (earnings on employee deferrals and employer contributions (including earnings) as of 12/31/88).
