Who's eligible?

All K-12 education professionals,
whether or not they are clients of Voya
Financial®, are eligible.

Awards

All awards must be used to further the
projects within the school or school
system. Indirect costs or administrative
fees should not be paid or withheld
from the grant award. Each of the 50
finalists will receive an award of $2,000.
Award checks are made payable jointly
to the recipient and to his or her school.
Of the 50 finalists, three will be selected
for additional financial awards. First
place will receive $25,000; second
place will receive $10,000; and the third
place winner will receive $5,000.

Selection of finalists

Scholarship America will select 50
finalists. The Educators Advisory
Board, consisting of teachers and
education administrators, will select
recipients of the top three awards

in the summer. By fall, all applicants will
be notified whether or not they have
been selected to receive an award.
